Dear friends in Christ,

Merry Christmas ... and a blessed Epiphany.
Yesterday was the 12th and final day of Christmas, and the
calendar falls just right this year so that we can
immediately celebrate this great day of Epiphany on a
Sunday. More often than not we get "short-changed" a bit
in our 12 days of Christmas, but this year we get them all
so that we can celebrate Epiphany on its traditional day of
January 6.

What we celebrate today is nothing less than the
manifestation of God made man in the person of the child
Jesus, as first revealed to the Wise Men whom we hear
about in today's Gospel. God has made God-self known to
us and, like those Magi from the East, we come to give him
honor and praise. Do not forget, however, what the Wise
Men did after they had received this "epiphany": they went
back to tell others. That is our charge still today. We go
forth to speak of the wonders of God made flesh through
our lives of faith and service.

As this is also the beginning of the new calendar
year, it's a time for resolution-making. Many will make
personal resolutions, but | thought we might also look
ahead to what we as a community -- as the Body of Christ,
the Church of Christ the Redeemer -- might resolve to
work on in this coming year. These are just my thoughts. |
am sure you have others and | invite you to share them
with me or any member of the staff or representatives of
our Parish Pastoral Council. Together | am certain we can
develop a few ideas that are worth our extra "resolve" to
bring to fruition.

It seems to me that one area we as a parish might
look to build upon is our spirituality. That might sound odd
at first. After all, we are a church. Isn't spirituality what we
are all about? Well, yes and no. It seems we do a good job
of being a church -- offering Mass and the sacraments,
teaching the young and old, working in the community, etc.
-- but do we act out of obligation and habit, or do our
actions flow from first knowing we are loved by God?

Spirituality is one of those nebulous words that we
all nod our head about, but what does it mean, and
perhaps more importantly, how do we work at it? | am not
sure | have the answers to those questions, but it seems to
me if we are going to be a people of faith as the church of
Christ the Redeemer in the Archdiocese of Galveston-
Houston then we have to have a strong spiritual base. Is
prayer at the heart of everything we do? Do all ministry
meetings (Lord knows we have enough of those!) have a
spirituality component? Do we pray as a community
outside of Mass? All good things to ponder and develop in
the coming year.

Another area we might look to in 2008 is our
efforts at stewardship. We certainly talk a lot about
stewardship throughout the year, but it does not appear to
me that we have any comprehensive parish plan about it.
To that end | plan to re-institute our Stewardship
Committee in the early part of this year. We had one a few
years ago but then it got sucked up into the whole Capital
Campaign roll-out and never really reformed. We definitely
need an active Stewardship Committee at CtR to keep us
focused on what it means to be good stewards of the many
gifts we have received from God.

To that end, | have asked the Parish Pastoral
Council to stay in place this year, and instead of discerning
PPC members | would like us to go through a discernment
for a Stewardship Council. This would be a separate
Council that would focus solely on implementing the idea
of stewardship through the parish. I'll have more details on
that in the coming weeks, but for now | ask that you all give
thought to discerning your part in stewardship. | am excited
to think about what this new Council will bring to our parish.

Speaking of the PPC, they did great work last year
in developing a Strategic Pastoral Plan for the parish and
helping each parish-based ministry to work on its own
strategic plan in light of the focus of the parish. We will
continue to develop those in the coming months and work
to share that with the larger community. Remember our
seven areas of strategic intent that | shared with you in this
space a few months ago: Community, Faith Formation,
Liturgy/Music, Social Outreach, Stewardship, Vocations,
and finally, Youth and Young Adults. Already many good
insights are coming in from our many ministry groups and |
think this Strategic Plan will offer a solid base for us for
many years.

You will notice one area that | have not yet
mentioned as part of our 2008 resolutions. One very big
aspect of CtR. One that is going up right before our very
eyes! Yes, the construction of the new church will
undoubtedly be at the center of all we do this year. That's
inescapable, and it's going to be fun to watch it take shape,
and even more fun to move in it near the end of year. But |
don't want it to be the 800-pound gorilla that demands all
our attention while the rest of the day-to-day life of the
parish goes unattended. You are going to hear plenty
about the construction progress, and yes, you will be
routinely reminded by me of the need for us to all step
forward and make a sacrifice in giving to pay for the
construction. | don't ever apologize for that. We are doing
something for the ages here, and it will be a church we can
all love and grow in for years and years to come.

Yet | am convinced -- and | think you are too
judging by what you tell me -- that bricks and steel are just
that: bricks and steel. A church is first, foremost and
always the People of God. If we build upon our spiritual
foundation as baptized Christians, if we act as good
stewards of our many gifts, if we have a plan of action to
serve the greater community, then we need not worry
about the House of God we are raising up. We are building
more than just a beautiful building, my brothers and sisters,
and together with each doing his and her own part, God is
going to do great work in us. So here's to 2008: | can't wait
to see what the Lord has in store for we his people!

Solemnity of the Epiphany of the Lord

Today is the traditional day of Epiphany — the “Twelfth Day of Christmas.” On this day we mark the apex, as it were, of the
Christmas season. The season has been moving steadily toward this moment of great revelation and epiphany. Today we
acknowledge and celebrate that the child born in a lowly manger in the darkness of night is revealed as the manifestation of God
(the literal meaning of Epiphany). Throughout the liturgies of the season, Christ has been revealed in many ways: as Lord; King; the
one in whom God is present and acts. All manifestations of God are “lights’ that shine through Christ, illuminating and revealing a
deeper understanding of his identity.
