Dear friends in Christ,

    Over the past few weeks, I have had the opportunity to say
Mass at several of the Catholic schools in the Archdiocese of
Galveston-Houston. I was at John Paul II School (K-8th grades),
then the new Pope John XXIII High School (co-ed, 9th-10th) and
St. Agnes Academy (all girls, 9th-12th). In a few weeks, I will be
at Duchesne Academy (girls, K-12th) and I was at Strake Jesuit
Prep (boys, 9th-12th) earlier in the fall. I try to make it to all the
schools where we have CtR parishioners at least once a year, if
not once a semester. I know many of you have children at St.
Elizabeth Ann Seton and St. Anne's in Tomball (both coed
primary schools) and I hope to make it out there, too. In another
school connection, Fr. Carl Belisch, C.S.B., of St. Thomas High
School (boys, 9th-12th) is here celebrating the 7:30 and 9 a.m.
masses this weekend.

    What I can tell you about Catholic education in the
archdiocese is that it is alive and well. These schools are full of
eager students who want to learn and a dedicated faculty. Even
the new John XXIII High is doing well in just its second year of
existence. They are at 100 students, up from about 40 last year,
in two grades and they will be adding a grade each year. It's a
very nice campus in Katy. I am especially grateful to the parents
of the students from CtR who make the sacrifices to send their
children to Catholic schools. It is not a small commitment in terms
of both money and time. Few of the schools, save for SEAS, are
what you can call close to us! Several students and parents wake
well before dawn to make a 25-30 minute drive five days a week.

    The logical follow-up question is, "Well, is a Catholic school
planned for Christ the Redeemer?" The short answer is, "No, not
at this time, but God willing, hopefully in the future." As many of
you saw when we presented the Master Plan at the masses a
few weeks ago, we have planned for a new Education Building.
That is designed primarily for our booming Religious Education
department, which numbers 1,700 children this year. We hope
that it can be Phase 2 of the plan after the completion of a new
worship space. (Remember that the Master Plan is a long-range
document. We are not going to be able to build it all immediately
unless one of you hits the lottery next week and wants to turn the
ticket over to Holy Mother Church!)

    That said, we have plans to make the Education Building,
whenever it is constructed, viable as a Catholic school. All the
classrooms will be designed to meet the proper code
requirements for a school. The cafeteria/auditorium will be in
place, as will the library. The chief concern will be, you guessed
it, money. Schools are not inexpensive to build and operate.
Classrooms and labs have to be supplied with all the current
technology, books purchased, and, of course, salaries paid. All
those start-up expenses, and the on-going expenses, are the
responsibility of the parish. The archdiocese does not pay any of
it. Every single Catholic school in the archdiocese that I know of
receives a substantial supplement from its host parish. That's
simply the cost of doing Catholic education these days.

    Is it worth it? Absolutely. I have no doubt that Catholic
education pays off, for both the parish and the community, for
years to come. And it is my sincere hope that someday we can
have a school here, but I do not think it is doable in the short
term. Long term, yes, but remember our parish survey on which
we based the phasing of our Master Plan. As many of you
marked a Catholic school as a "low priority" item as did a "high
priority" item. So while I am happy to have it on the Master Plan, I
think it is in its proper place as being lower down in the phasing.

    Until that day, again God willing, that we have a school, I want
to encourage you parents to consider a Catholic education for
your children. As we do every year in January, we will have an
open house in January when representatives of the local Catholic
schools will be here after all Masses to offer information on their
school. I especially encourage those of you with middle school
children to begin thinking now about a Catholic high school
education. There are some great options in our archdiocese and
I think you owe it to your children to at least give it some prayerful
consideration. It is not right or possible for every family, but do
give it some thought.

    In other news, our Parish Pastoral Council discernment went
very well last weekend. In fact, it was just about the best thing I
have participated in here at CtR. The Holy Spirit helped us
discern a terrific council. I will have all the details for you next
week!

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TEXAS BISHOPS ON PROPOSITION 2
Texans will go to the polls on Tuesday, Nov. 8 to vote on a
variety of issues. One such issue is Proposition 2, which is
a constitutional amendment defining marriage as a union
only between a man and a woman. The Texas Bishops are
encouraging Catholic Texas voters to vote for this
amendment. The following is an excerpt from the Texas
Bishop's statement on the rationale for the affirmative vote.
(It should be noted that the Texas Bishops have not made
a stand on any other proposition, or endorsed any
candidate, on the ballot.).

On November 8, 2005 Texas will be asked to
vote on an amendment to the Texas Constitution that will
prohibit the legalization of same-sex unions in Texas. The
Catholic Bishops of this state share the same conviction
with most Texans that marriage is a lifelong union between
one man and one woman. This relationship is unique
among creation in so far as it is established by God. This
fundamental truth ought to be recognized as such in law.

The Church's teaching on this matter is clear.
Marriage is a basic human and social institution. In a
manner unlike any other relationship, marriage makes a
unique and irreplaceable contribution to the common good
of society, especially through the procreation and
education of children. Marriage did not originate from
either the Church or state, but from God. Therefore, we
believe neither Church nor state has the right to alter the
nature and structure of marriage. What God has joined
together let no one put asunder.

Our defense of marriage must focus primarily on
the fundamental importance of marriage for children,
families and society, not on other matters. Our support of
this amendment is not motivated by animosity or
discrimination toward any group. The Church's teaching
about the human dignity of every human person, including
homosexuals, is also clear and strong. Homosexual
persons are to be treated with respect and compassion
(Please refer to the Catechism of the Catholic Church, No.
2358). Our respect for them means we condemn all forms
of unjust discrimination, harassment or abuse. Equally
recognized is the Church's teaching about the meaning
sexual relations and their place only within the married life
of one man and one woman. Any sexual activity outside of
marriage is seen as immoral and we give witness to this
moral truth.

We encourage Texans to vote on November 8,
2005. In the Catholic tradition, responsible citizenship is a
virtue and participation in the political process is a moral
obligation. All believers are called to a faithful citizenship,
should contribute to society's welfare and test its public life
by the standards of right reason and Gospel truth. This is
particularly urgent in light of the need to protect the nature
of marriage.

We ask Texans to vote in favor of Proposition 2
to amend our state's constitution recognizing marriage as
a union between one man and one woman. We hope and
pray for Texans to not only uphold the covenant that God
created, but to treat all human beings with the dignity that
is due to each.
