Dear friends in Christ,

As | mentioned last week, we had our discernment for the new
Parish Pastoral Council recently. It was an experience that was
both prayerful and enlightening not only for me, but also | think |
can safely say for the 18 people who patrticipated in it. We spent
about four hours on a Saturday morning exchanging ideas on
both our parish community of CtR and our Catholic faith in
general. Thanks to our adept facilitator from the Archdiocese,
Tom Colyandro, everyone got many chances to speak. More
importantly | believe, however, was the opportunity we all got to
listen.

You could argue that we were just listening to one another and
then casting votes on whose outlook we liked best, but to do so
would be a disservice to the working of the Holy Spirit. | think |
speak for everyone there that day that the Spirit was truly
present. It was easily one of the most powerful experiences |
have had during my time here at CtR. Those who were
discerning were a prayerful people who have come to listen for
the voice of the Spirit in their own lives and all wished to share it
with the community. All were excited, as | obviously am, at the
future for CtR and all of them would be good council members to
me and the parish.

At the end of the day, however, we allowed the discernment
process to work and five members of the parish came through as
truly being called to this ministry at this time. (I hope the others,
and more of you, will come forward for future discernments.)
Wayne Kitchens, Ken Conner, Arlene Hawkins, Brian Caravantes
and Peggy Gadjica were our five discerned members. In addition,
| appointed three others: Stacie Bradley, John Huston and
Christine Marte. They join our four “holdover” members of Doug
Bell, Diana Atchison, Rosemary Potter and Mike Conroy for a
total of 12 PPC members. They will be installed at Mass in
January and get to work shortly thereafter. My thanks to them all
for their willingness to take on this important role for our parish.
We are going to have them be more visible to the community in
the coming year as well. The PPC works with me in setting goals
and a vision for CtR. | will rely on their collective wisdom greatly.

The hurricanes Katrina and Rita are long gone by now, but we
continue to feel their effect in our community. In the past few
weeks, | have received a few notes of thanks from Katrina
evacuees who came to the Cypress area to live with family and
friends while their Louisiana homes were unlivable. They've since
returned, but wanted to say thank you to the people of CtR for
making them feel so welcomed in the parish. They were the
recipients of both financial and material aid from us while here.
None of us knows when we might be in the very same situation,
so how gratifying it is to hear that when they needed us, we were
here for them. Or rather, we were here for Christ. “Whatever you
do for the least of my brothers and sisters, you do for me.” (Matt
25:40)

As devastating as Katrina was for the people of New Orleans
and Mississippi, we must not forget the people of the Golden
Triangle area of Texas who were hit hard by Rita. That hurricane
was equally catastrophic for many families. In the wake of the
destruction, Bishop Curtis Guillory of Beaumont has turned to a
few parishes in Galveston-Houston and asked us if we would be
capable and willing to come to the aid of his churches. CtR was
one of the parishes that he called upon and I didn’t have to think
twice about how | should answer: “Yes,” | said. “You can count
on us.” (I think | know CtR well enough in that regard!)

We have been paired with St. Paul Church in Sabine Pass, a
mission church of St. John Church in Port Arthur. From what
Bishop Guillory tells me, St. Paul and all of Sabine Pass was
especially hard hit. The church had several feet of water, mud
and muck in it after Rita. | am not sure if it is even up and running
yet. | have not been able to get in touch with the pastor of the

church, but as soon as | do | will let you know what | find. | am
hopeful we can put together a group of CtR parishioners to go
there and see how we can best help. For the interim, we are
covering several of the church's monthly expenses as it obviously
has lost a great number of parishioners and those who remain
are unable to carry the load alone. We will cover the expenses
out of our budget, but if you would like to help make a direct
contribution especially for St. Paul's, we certainly welcome it.
Simply mail it or drop it by our office at any time. Make checks
payable to CtR and be sure to indicate it is for the St. Paul in
Sabine Pass recovery efforts.

Finally, | remind you of the ecumenical Thanksgiving service
on Tuesday, Nov. 22, at 7 p.m. at Cypress United Methodist
Church on Cypress N. Houston Rd., just right around the corner
from CtR. Along with Cypress UMC and St. Mary's Episcopal, we
are one of the host churches for this inaugural event in our
community. We will have prayer and music together to thank God
for the many blessings poured out on our community of faith in
Christ Jesus. Put it on your calendar and make plans to join us
for a wonderful event. It will also be a benefit for Cypress
Assistance Ministries (CAM), which all of the churches are active
participants in. We'll have more details on the service in next
week's bulletin, but do plan on joining us that night.

LITURGY CORNER

RCIA

If you are interested in joining the Catholic Church, you'll hear about something called 2RCIA.° The initials stand for Rite of
Christian Initiation of Adults, the book ministers use to guide you through the stages and steps of church membership.

If you've never been baptized, and are old enough to read this, you begin your preparation with the precatechumenate.
During this time you have some spiritual conversation about God and the Church.

Once you decide to follow Jesus Christ, you celebrate the rite of acceptance into the order of catechumens. As a
catechumen, you are considered a member of the church in a broad sense. Unmarried catechumens may have a catholic
wedding; deceased catechumens may have a Catholic funeral.

During the period of the catechumenate, you become acquainted with what the church teaches, you follow the Christian
way of life, you engage in liturgical prayer, and you help spread the Gospel. The time span for this preparation varies.

This period of formation closes with the rite of election, when the church proclaims that God has chosen you for the
sacraments. Usually the bishop leads this ceremony at the cathedral on the First Sunday of Lent.

During the period of purification and enlightenment, you make your spiritual preparation for baptism. This period usually
coincides with Lent.

Finally you celebrate the sacraments of initiation: baptism, confirmation, and communion. This usually takes place during
the Easter Vigil at your parish.

As a new Catholic, you deepen your participation through the period of mystagogy by meditating, praying and doing works
of charity.

If you have already been baptized, this preparation can be tailored to your needs.
