All proceeds from Casino Night
go to benefit both RCIA and the youth. | would be remiss if | did
not also thank all parishioners and friends of CtR who teed it up
at our CtR golf tournament this past Thursday. The golf
tournament, under the direction of John Gibbons, benefits our
youth ministry, too.

As | said, every week there is something going on at CtR. The
parish is really hopping these days and that is a great testament
to the Holy Spirit alive in our people and our Church. But
remember the big picture: We do all things not just to say we did
them or to have something to do, but to glorify God's name. Now
you may well ask yourself, "What does Casino Night have to do
with glorifying God's name?" It's about community. It's about
gathering with friends and neighbors (and meeting new ones
along the way) in a spirit of joy. Whether it be our 25th
anniversary, the Knights of Columbus tamale sales, a youth lock-
in, adult faith formation or any number of activities, they all come
back to the one source -- our Lord and Redeemer, Christ Jesus.

Bishops from all over the world have just concluded a meeting
in Rome of the Synod of Bishops to mark the end of the Year of
the Eucharist as proclaimed by the late John Paul Il. In reading
reports out of Rome, it seems the bishops are chiefly concerned,
among other things, with the lack of participation in Sunday
Mass. | think that is important for us to reflect upon as we go
about all the events of our parish. All the activities of our parish
must be an expression and outflow of what we gather to
celebrate at Sunday Eucharist.

If you are reading this bulletin then | presume you came to
Mass this weekend. People are coming to CtR in greater
numbers than ever before, but we all know there are many
Catholics who are not practicing their faith on a regular basis.
That may be for a variety of reasons, but the fact remains they
are not coming. And that means they are not receiving the
Eucharist and that, my friends, is a very troubling thing. As we
soon gear up for the holiday season, | ask that you do two things:
First, look at your own faith life. Are we as faithful to coming to
Mass and receiving Holy Communion as we should be? Do we
make Sunday Eucharist a priority, indeed the high point, of the
week for our family? If not, why not? And can we begin to make it
the summit and fount of our lives?

Secondly, | ask everyone to think of a family member or friend
who you know is Catholic but who is no longer active in the faith
and invite them to join you one Sunday at Mass. So many people
are waiting to hear the good news, but they need an assist along
the way. They may say no, but I still think it is important to invite
them. Don't give them the guilt trip, but do let them know the
power of the Eucharist. If they have questions or "issues" with the
Church, tell them we are hear to listen. We are going to hold a
few meetings during Advent for those who have been away from
the Church to answer some of the questions or fears they might

have. Invite someone to "Come Home for Christmas" to the
Catholic Church. The Eucharist of our Lord awaits them.

Next Saturday, Oct. 29, will be our day of discernment for the
Pastoral Council. We had a good turnout at our information
meeting this weekend, but even if you could not attend that, you
are welcome to go through discernment if you feel you are being
called to this ministry. Even if you are not interested in discerning
for the Pastoral Council, | would ask that you pray this week for
our Council and that the Lord will call many good candidates to
come forward in service of the Church. The discernment will
begin at 9 a.m. in Room 111. Call the office for more details if
interested.

LITURGY CORNER

To Surrender More Deeply...

Applying the General Instructions for the Roman Missal
(GIRM), Pt.3

The work of forming people in a solid theology of
liturgy is not an easy one. At stake is the people's sense of
who they are: the body of Christ called to full, conscious,
active liturgical participation in the mystery of Christ's death
and resurrection. The first person in each diocese responsible
to protect and promote this sense is the local bishop, and the
quality of the music selected for liturgical celebration is part of
this responsibility. The music is not frosting on the cake but a
substantive component of the liturgy. But we can only grasp
its substantive role when we first grasp the theological
foundation for that role: full, conscious, active participation in
ritual enactment of the paschal mystery. Music fulfill s its
ministry only when it enables the assembly to surrender
more deeply to the mystery of what it means to be the
body of Christ dying and rising for the life of the world.
Whenever the music is aimed at another target (for example,
keeping the people interested: making them feel good;
stroking the ego of a cantor) it distracts the people from the
real purpose of the liturgy and stunts their growth to full
stature as members of the body of Christ. The only way to
keep the music on target is to operate out of a clear and
consistent theological understanding of the liturgy.

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TEXAS BISHOPS ON PROPOSITION 2

Texans will go to the polls on Tuesday, Nov. 8 to vote
on a variety of issues. One such issue is Proposition 2, which is a
constitutional amendment defining marriage as a union only
between a man and a woman. The Texas Bishops are
encouraging Catholic Texas voters to vote for this amendment.
The following is an excerpt from the Texas Bishop's statement on
the rationale for the affirmative vote. (It should be noted that the
Texas Bishops have not made a stand on any other proposition, or
endorsed any candidate, on the ballot.).

On November 8, 2005 Texas will be asked to vote on
an amendment to the Texas Constitution that will prohibit the
legalization of same-sex unions in Texas. The Catholic Bishops of
this state share the same conviction with most Texans that
marriage is a lifelong union between one man and one woman.
This relationship is uniqgue among creation in so far as it is
established by God. This fundamental truth ought to be
recognized as such in law.

The Church's teaching on this matter is clear. Marriage
is a basic human and social institution. In a manner unlike any
other relationship, marriage makes a unigue and irreplaceable
contribution to the common good of society, especially through the
procreation and education of children. Marriage did not originate
from either the Church or state, but from God. Therefore, we
believe neither Church nor state has the right to alter the nature
and structure of marriage. What God has joined together let no
one put asunder.

Our defense of marriage must focus primarily on the
fundamental importance of marriage for children, families and
society, not on other matters. Our support of this amendment is
not motivated by animosity or discrimination toward any group.
The Church's teaching about the human dignity of every human
person, including homosexuals, is also clear and strong.
Homosexual persons are to be treated with respect and
compassion (Please refer to the Catechism of the Catholic
Church, No. 2358). Our respect for them means we condemn all
forms of unjust discrimination, harassment or abuse. Equally
recognized is the Church's teaching about the meaning sexual
relations and their place only within the married life of one man
and one woman. Any sexual activity outside of marriage is seen
as immoral and we give witness to this moral truth.

We encourage Texans to vote on November 8, 2005.
In the Catholic tradition, responsible citizenship is a virtue and
participation in the political process is a moral obligation. All
believers are called to a faithful citizenship, should contribute to
society's welfare and test its public life by the standards of right
reason and Gospel truth. This is particularly urgent in light of the
need to protect the nature of marriage.

We ask Texans to vote in favor of Proposition 2 to
amend our state's constitution recognizing marriage as a union
between one man and one woman. We hope and pray for Texans
to not only uphold the covenant that God created, but to treat all
human beings with the dignity that is due to each.
