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Dear friends in Christ, 
We wish all of our fathers a very happy Father's 

Day today. Being somewhat of a "father" myself -- albeit a 
spiritual one -- I feel a special kinship to all of your dads 
today. Whether you are a step-father, grandfather, foster 
father, adoptive father, Godfather, or just plain ol' Pops, we 
wish God's blessing upon you this day. Fathers play such a 
critical role in the life of a healthy family that we must not 
forget to offer them our love and support. 

It seems that fathers get a bum rap in society from 
time to time, and clearly there are instances where the 
image of father has not always been a healthy one. We 
must remember that some among us had a bad 
experience growing up with their father (the same can be 
said among some mothers), but I think those instances 
should make us appreciate even more the good "dads" we 
have in our midst. I am very proud of all the fathers who 
call CtR home. It is heartwarming for me to see them 
coming each week with their children to Mass, and it brings 
back good memories of my dad taking us to Church. I 
didn't realize it at the time, but looking back I can see what 
an impact that had on me. Our CtR dads are great role 
models, and we rightly lift them up today. May the great 
Father of us all -- our Father in Heaven -- guide all of you 
today and every day. May you model your life of service 
and sacrifice to your own family on the life of Jesus. God 
bless all of our fathers, both the living and the dead. 

Last weekend at the 9 a.m. Mass we welcomed 22 
inquirers into the Order of Catechumens through the Rite 
of Welcome. These are our brothers and sisters who have 
been baptized in another Christian denomination who now 
seek full communion with the Roman Catholic Church. If 
you can believe it, that's only a small sampling of the 
number of people who are interested in joining the faith 
here at CtR. We have more than 130 people at some 
stage of formation in our Rite of Christian Initiation of 
Adults (RCIA) program. What a wonderful testament that is 
to the Holy Spirit at work here in our parish and of our great 
growth. We welcome these brothers and sisters and pray 
for them daily. There will be others who will go through the 
Rite of Welcome later in the year as well. 

With that blessing though also comes an 
obligation. It's actually a two-part obligation. Our 
catechumens and candidates have an obligation to deepen 
their prayer life and their study so that they might be 
brought into the faith fully at some point in the coming year. 
On the other hand, we the community of CtR, have an 
obligation to help them on that journey, to walk with them 
and guide them so that they might realize the Spirit calling 
them to an ever-deeper union with our Lord and Savior, 
Jesus Christ. To do that, we need members of the parish 
to serve as sponsors in our RCIA program. 

I ask each of you to prayerfully consider being a 
sponsor. You don't have to be "perfect" in your Catholic 
faith (who among us is, after all). You don't have to know 
everything about the Church, or have a ready answer to 
every question that may be asked of you. You simply have 
to have a love of your own faith and a willingness to share 
that faith with someone who is interested in knowing more. 
Of course we will help you along the way and guide you so 
that you can be an effective sponsor. It doesn't take a lot of 

your time or energy, but it is a ministry that will reward you 
in ways you can't even imagine. I can think of no better 
witness to your own Catholic faith than being a sponsor. 
Isn't that what all of us are called to do -- to share our faith 
through lives of faithful service? Being a sponsor is a way 
to live the Gospel message, plain and simple.

You will be 
part of a rapidly growing team of sponsors that helps 
spread the faith. It's one of our most active and most 
important ministries at CtR and we need your help. With a 
parish of our size, there is no reason we can't step up to 
the plate and help those who want to join our Church. 
Won't you please give it some prayer and thought and join 
us in this vital witness to the faith? 

Our parish Finance Council is in the process of 
finalizing our parish budget for the approaching 08-09 
fiscal year. I want to publicly thank the members of the 
council for their hard work and dedication. Marilyn Farrell, 
Michele Kuxhausen, Keith Peterson and Tony Schmitt, 
along with our bookkeeper, Leada Mitchell, and our parish 
administrator, Deacon Phillip Jackson, are doing a great 
service to the parish in forming a budget that is fiscally 
responsible but that also looks out for the many needs of 
our community. Our parish is growing and so too must our 
budget. Members of the staff are responsible for proposing 
figures for each of the departments and the council helps 
shape it into a comprehensive budget that covers the 
entire parish. You can be proud of your staff as well as 
they do a terrific job of cutting corners and not spending 
frivolously. It is the parish's money after all, and we watch it 
very closely, but we are dependent on your weekly tithe 
and offerings to support all of the ministries that serve our 
people. We'll publish a full financial overview of the parish 
in the bulletin later this summer. It is always my goal as 
your pastor to be as transparent as possible with the parish 
income. I thank you in advance for your continued 
generous support of our community.
