Dear friends in Christ,

Is anyone else as stunned as | am that today is June 1?
Really? June? What happened to May? | think | missed an entire
month. It's as if we skipped right from April to June. Honestly, |
know everyone says that tempus fugit ("time flies") but there
ought to be an investigation into what happened to the whole
month of May.

Such is life in our parish. May was a very busy month
with First Communions, Confirmations, Pentecost and all the
other liturgical celebrations, not to mention graduations. By now
all of our students have finished school. We welcome home our
college students who have returned to the nest for a few months.
It's always good to see them back at church. One area that we
would like to improve on in the church is our communication with
our young adult parishioners who are away from CtR at college
for nine months of the year. We are in the process of
establishing an e-mail newsletter to go out directly to all students
who hail from CtR but who are away at school. It will be sent
periodically (don't worry -- we won't blast your "inbox" too often)
to keep college students up to date on the happenings here at
CtR and in the Church. They might get periodic updates from
home, but we thought it might be good to keep in touch with
them through the church. It's a small way you can keep the
home fires burning and stay active in the church even while you
are studying at school (and | know that all CtR college students
are always in the library studying, right? Either there or in
church, | assume!)

To help us out in this endeavor we ask all our college
students to send us a short note to college@ctrcc.com so that
we can have your e-mail address. We'll develop a data base and
when the fall rolls around, begin to send out updates every
month or two. Again, we won't send too much (or too little), but
just enough to let you know we are still here for you. Young
adults (roughly 18-30) make up a huge part of the Church's
population, but it is also a critical time when many Catholics
leave the faith or perhaps just "fall away." There's so much going
on in their lives at that time that it is easy to place the Church on
the back burner. We'd like to help you keep your Catholic faith
on the front burner! If you yourself are a young adult Catholic in
college or if you have one living under your roof for the summer,
please drop us an e-mail at college@ctrcc.com and let us know
who you are and where you attend school. We'll take it from
there. By the way, remember that all young adults, those in
college, those working, single or married, or those already
graduated and living in the area, are welcome to be part of our
Young Adult Catholics at CtR. They meet on a regular basis for
social, spiritual and service opportunities. Contact Stacie McKay
for more information at smckay@ctrcc.com.

I mentioned Confirmation earlier and we send our
congratulations out to the approximately 145 high school
students who were confirmed May 23 by Cardinal DiNardo. We
had a wonderful ceremony, and as you can imagine, the church
was extremely crowded. It was also extremely warm that evening
and for that we apologize. Sorry to say but the combination of
the elements (it was exceedingly hot that day) and numbers (of
people including confirmandi, sponsors and guests) made for an
uncomfortable church. The air conditioning was working and we
had it set at its lowest possible temperature, but with the doors
open and the late afternoon/early evening heat the units were
running a losing battle with keeping everyone cool. Cardinal
DiNardo had it the worst with his vestments under the hot lights,
but he didn't complain. We apologize for those who were left
standing or uncomfortable. Please know we did what we could,
but that was our biggest class of confirmation students. It's one
of the many reasons why we are building the new church.
Hopefully we won't face such conditions again, but | ask for your
patience and understanding. It might of interest you to know that
we are currently running on just three of our four air conditioning
units as we had to take one off-line to accommodate

construction. It will soon be back up and running, but right now
we are one short. That in and of itself, is usually not a problem.
We operated all last summer on just three units. Still, please
realize when the heat bakes the west side of the church (the old
stained glass windows provide no insulation) and the doors are
open to accommodate those who are standing it may be a little
warm. We hope to have that fourth unit back in place soon.

| bring your attention to an upcoming archdiocesan
program that is very close to my heart. It's called Explore and it
will be held at St. Mary's Seminary next week beginning Monday,
June 9 at 6:30 p.m. and ending Wednesday, June 11 at 7 p.m.

One young man who attended the program back in the early '80s
for several summers later ended up entering the seminary and
being ordained a priest for Galveston-Houston in 1994. And
tomorrow, Monday, June 2, that same young man will be
ordained a bishop! Yes, Fr. Oscar Cantu, who served as a
pastor here in Houston, mostly recently at Holy Name Church,
will be ordained the Auxiliary Bishop of San Antonio and begin to
serve the people in that archdiocese. | was in the seminary with
Oscar and | can tell you he is a fine man and a good and holy
priest who will make an excellent bishop. Please pray for Bishop
Cantu as he begins this new ministry in the Church. And pray for
those young men who will attend Explore this summer. You just
never know where it one day may lead!

Finally, remember in your prayers this week the four
men who were ordained to the priesthood by Cardinal DiNardo
yesterday, May 31, and who will begin serving in the
Archdiocese of Houston this month. Fr. Miguel Alvizures, Fr.
