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Dear friends in Christ, 
As June comes to a close and with it the first half of 

the year, we notice that we have a great number of funerals in 
recent weeks. I believe we have had six in the past 10-12 
days, which is highly unusual for us at CtR. Of course, you 
can never predict when a funeral might occur, but for us to 
have more funerals in a summer month than weddings is 
almost unheard of around here. It’s just one of the weird 
quirks that occur every so often. 

Still, it is a good reminder to all of us to prepare as 
much as possible as we can for a funeral in our family. On a 
practical level, I encourage you to pick up a copy of the 
Funeral Aid booklet that we have available in the office. It has 
a wide assortment of information to help you plan for a funeral 
in advance, including information about local funeral homes, 
check lists to help you take care of all the "little things" that 
need to be done and information on planning for the funeral 
liturgy. It's a handy folder of material that our Liturgy and 
Funeral Aid teams have assembled. Many people have 
benefited by planning for their funeral in advance. It can bring 
a lot of peace of mind for the family knowing that the wishes 
of the deceased are being carried out as they intended. 
Copies are available in the front office. 

On a more spiritual level, I hope it goes without 
saying that we should prepare ourselves by celebrating 
faithfully the sacraments of the Church, particularly 
confession and Eucharist. There can be no better 
"preparation" than getting right with God, so to speak. I was 
touched by some of the final words said by Eliseo Gomez, 
whose funeral we celebrated just a few weeks ago. Mr. 
Gomez and his family had been members of CtR since the 
Millsap days, and he had been in failing health for some time. 
His wife, Cecilia, who is a communion minister to the sick, 
gave him Holy Communion one morning at home, and 
afterwards he told her repeatedly, "I am so blessed. I am so 
blessed." Later that afternoon, he passed away from a heart 
attack. Clearly Mr. Gomez realized the blessing that comes in 
the Eucharist and it provided him great comfort on his final 
day of this life before passing over to eternal life. He didn't 
know the hour or the day, but he knew the blessing that the 
Lord gives to those who receive Him. Would that we all have 
that same desire for the blessing of the Holy Eucharist! May 
God welcome all of our recently deceased parishioners, and 
bring peace to their families who mourn their passing. 

Along those same lines of the importance of the 
Eucharist in our lives, let me share with you the words of the 
Holy Father speaking via satellite to the faithful gathered at 
the 49th International Eucharistic Congress in Quebec City 
last week. In his homily, Pope Benedict XVI reflected on the 
"Mystery of Faith," those powerful words said every time we 
gather at the altar. "'The Mystery of Faith': this we proclaim at 
every Mass. I would like everyone to make a commitment to 
study this great mystery, especially by revisiting and 
exploring, individually and in groups, the Second Vatican 
Council's text on the liturgy, Sacrosanctum Concilium, so as 
to bear witness courageously to the mystery," said the pope. 
Such study would help each person "arrive at a better grasp 
of the meaning of every aspect of the Eucharist, 
understanding its depth and living it with greater intensity." 

"Every sentence, every gesture has its own meaning 
and conceals a mystery," he continued. "I sincerely hope that 
this Congress will serve as an appeal to all the faithful to 
make a similar commitment to a renewal of Eucharistic 
catechesis, so that they themselves will gain a genuine 

Eucharistic awareness and will in turn teach children and 
young people to recognize the central mystery of faith and 
build their lives around it. 

"I urge priests especially to give due honor to the 
Eucharistic rite, and I ask all the faithful to respect the role of 
each individual, both priest and lay, in the Eucharistic action. 
The liturgy does not belong to us: It is the Church's treasure." 

The Pope noted the unifying effects of the Eucharist, 
both for the faithful with the Trinity and within the Church. 
"Reception of the Eucharist, adoration of the Blessed 
Sacrament -- by this we mean deepening our communion, 
preparing for it and prolonging it -- is also about allowing 
ourselves to enter into communion with Christ, and through 
him with the whole of the Trinity, so as to become what we 
receive and to live in communion with the Church," the Holy 
Father said. 

We must never forget that the Church is built around 
Christ and that, as Sts. Augustine, Thomas Aquinas and 
Albert the Great have all said, following St. Paul, the 
Eucharist is the sacrament of the Church's unity, because we 
all form one single body of which the Lord is the head. 
"We must go back again and again to the Last Supper on 
Holy Thursday, where we were given a pledge of the mystery 
of our redemption on the cross. The Last Supper is the locus 
of the nascent Church, the womb containing the Church of 
every age. In the Eucharist, Christ's sacrifice is constantly 
renewed, Pentecost is constantly renewed." 

The document from Vatican II the Holy Father 
referenced, Sacrosanctum Concilium, is indeed one of the 
most vital texts for the life of the Church. I think we would do 
well to take him up on his challenge to study it further. I hope 
to put together a night or two of adult education later in the 
year when we as a parish can read the document together 
and study what it continues to teach the Church to this very 
day. More details on that to come as they develop. 

Next weekend is the first weekend of the month and 
that means it is our monthly food drive for the Cypress 
Assistance Ministry food pantry. As it is also the 4th of July 
weekend, I suspect many of us will be engaged in family 
activities, either here or on vacation with family and friends. If 
you will be here next weekend, I would ask that you please 
bring "kid friendly foods" for the pantry. That's the request 
from our own Joan Christiansen at CAM. Summer is a time 
when the kids are home from school and many parents 
struggle to provide food for their children that they would 
normally get at school during the other months of the year. 

 Some suggestions of such "kid friendly foods" from 
Joan include: peanut butter and jelly (they are in particular 
need of jelly at the moment; as for peanut butter, I am a Jif 
creamy kind of guy, but you can bring whichever you prefer!), 
cookies, crackers, SpaghettiO's, mac-and-cheese, and 
cereal. Essentially, any kind of food kids like, they are in need 
of at the CAM food pantry. As you are shopping this week for 
4th of July treats for your family, please pick up a few items 
for those in our community who need a little extra help in the 
summer months. Look for our red wagons next weekend as 
you come to Mass and place your items there. We'll make 
sure they get to those in need. Thanks always for your 
continued support of this most worthwhile ministry. 

A happy and safe 4th to all of you. Our parish offices 
will close at 1 p.m. on July 3, and be closed on July 4.
