Dear friends in Christ,

| am going to ask you to put on your "future vision"
goggles this week. Today is Sunday, June 8, 2008. What
would you like to be doing 364 days from today on Sunday,
June 7, 20097 Can you see yourself taking a pilgrimage to
the Holy Land? Can you imagine walking where our Lord
walked? Can you picture what it would be like to visit the
place of His birth, the place of His death, and the place where
He appeared after the resurrection? If so, then read on!

We are in the early stages of planning a tour to the Holy
Land for June 2009. This 11-day tour would leave from
Houston and take us to all the places in Israel where our Lord
lived, walked with his disciples and made His home here on
Earth. It's a chance to visit these "holy lands" that seem so far
away from us when we read about them in the Bible, but are
easily accessed when we make a pilgrimage to visit them. |
had the opportunity in 2000 to visit the Holy Land and it was a
profoundly moving experience. Just to be in that area, to learn
of its history and to be on that holy ground is something that
is hard to describe. | always said | couldn't wait to get back
and see it again (it's hard to take in on one visit), and now we
are planning to make such a pilgrimage possible here at CtR.

I've been in touch with our good friend Moses Khano of
Inspirational Tours. Many of you remember Moses as he is
the one who put together our trips to Rome a few years back
for the Pallium Mass for both Archbishop Fiorenza and
Archbishop DiNardo. Moses does a terrific job of organizing
tours that are inspirational (hence his company's name),
educational and a lot of fun. Plus, of all the tour groups | know
of, he does a fantastic job of making the trips affordable. I've
asked Moses to put together the preliminary details of what a
trip to the Holy Land would look like for a group from CtR next
summer. Now we need to hear from you if this is something
you would be interested in joining us on.

Our trip would leave a year from now and take us from
Houston to Tel Aviv and onto Jerusalem. We would spend
three days in the Holy City of Jerusalem, visiting among other
places Bethlehem and the Church of the Nativity, the Old City
of Jerusalem and the Shepherd's Field where the angels
announced the birth of the Lord. We'll retrace the steps of
Lord on the Via Dolorosa (the Way of Sorrow), praying the
Stations of the Cross along the way until we arrive at the
magnificent Church of the Holy Sepulcher where we will have
Mass. (We'll have Mass every day on the trip, by the way.)
We will see the Church of St. Anne, the Wailing Wall, the
Upper Room and the Church of Dormition. We'll go to
Bethany, and the Mount of Olives to retrace the steps of Palm
Sunday. We'll go on to Gethsemane and see where the Lord
prayed in the Agony in the Garden. We'll move on from there
to Jericho, the Mount of Temptation and the Dead Sea. Yes,
you can go into the Dead Sea (the mud from it is said to have
therapeutic powers; it's amazing to see the number of people
who jump right in!).

From there we'll go on to the Shrine of the Book where the
Dead Sea Scrolls are kept, the Shrine of Our Lady of
Palestine, Mount Tabor, and Nazareth. We'll have Mass at
the Basilica of the Annunciation, and then to Cana where the
water was turned to wine. We'll move on to Tiberias, take a
boat ride on the Sea of Galilee, and have mass near the
shore of Galilee, and visit Caesarea Philippi where the Lord
said to Peter, "You are rock and upon this rock I will build my
Church." We'll move on to the Monastery of Mt. Carmel, visit
the places of Capernaum, and see the Roman and Crusader
ruins. From there it's back to Tel Aviv for the flight home.

And those are just the highlights. You can bet there will be
plenty more along the way. Moses always throws in a few
surprises that make the trip all the more fun and exciting. Of
course, we'll travel by air conditioned motor coach while
there, and everything is included: air transportation, transfers,
first class hotels, two meals a day (breakfast and dinner), all
tours and entrance fees. Total price for the 11-day tour with
everything included is $2,590. That's an excellent price,
especially when you factor in all that you get included and the
ever-rising cost of international travel and lodging. There will
be additional airport taxes, fuel surcharges and tips that will
be around $450-550, so essentially we are looking at roughly
$3,000 for everything. That's a lot of money, | know, but as
you can see you get to actually visit the places you've only
read of in the past. It's truly the trip of a lifetime. Your faith life
will come alive when you visit these sacred places in this Holy
Land, of that | can guarantee you!

Let me address one question that always comes up when
considering a trip to this part of the world: Is it safe? In a
word, "yes." Believe me, we would not take this trip if we
thought it would put us in danger. You have to realize,
however, that the people of Israel depend on tourism as a
way of life. Pilgrims travel there every day of the year from all
places in the world, and they are always kept safe. The tour
operators know the places to go, and conversely, the places
not to go. We are not going to be taken into any regions that
are known "hot spots" for violence. Sure, whenever one
travels internationally, there is always a risk, but believe me
we will be kept safe. Moses takes good care of his pilgrims.
And besides, what better way to pray for peace in the Holy
Land than to actually go to the Holy Land and offer those
prayers in person? Let this be the least of your worries. As
our Lord says, "Do not be afraid."

Now we need to hear from you. Are you interested in such
a trip to the Holy Land? We are planning to leave on Sunday,
June 7, and return on Wednesday, June 17, 2009. That will
be right after school is out and so some families with teen-
agers or college students might be interested. (I wouldn't
recommend it for those younger than that.) The dates may
shift a day or two, but that's the rough time frame. We now
need to determine interest. If you think you would like to join
us on this pilgrimage, please send an e-mail to
holyland@ctrcc.com, or call Stacie McKay in the parish office
at 281-469-5533, ext. 105. She's going to start a master list of
those interested in going, and if we have enough people, we'll
get with Moses and make the final arrangements. You don't
have to put any money down just yet, but there will be a
deposit required at some point once it is determined we have
a full group. We'll keep you posted on all the details, but first
make sure you get your name on the list by letting us know.

We are excited to be able to offer this trip for the people of
CtR, and of course | look forward to going on it myself. | hope
you will look at your schedule and see if this is something you
and your family can make happen. | know it will be a special
moment in our lives to be in these holy places. We go not as
tourists, but as pilgrims. This is a trip of faith and hope. Talk
to your family and friends and see if they would like to join us.
All are welcome. Remember to let us know of your interest by
sending an e-mail to holyland@ctrcc.com. We'll keep you
posted. If you have any questions, let us know and we'll get
them answered for you. Hope to see you on the plane 364
days from today!
